OPERATIONS

A reorganization in December 1953 involved the Inactivation of the 136th CSS at Kelly and the
activation of three new COMSEC squadrons: 36th CSS (Kelly AFB), 31st CSS (Bushy Park,

England), and 32nd CSS (Tokyo, Japan) The reorganization divided the global COMSEC mission
into three areas: 36th CSS in North America, 31st Communications Security Squadron in



Europe-North Africa and 32nd CSS in the Far East. All three COMSEC squadrons reported to the
new AF Communications Security Center at Kelly AFB. The 6932nd Communications Security

Squadron replaced the 32nd CSS in May 1955.
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
