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11 January 1951 
Boeing B-29-95-BW Superfortress bomber, 45-21771, of the 3512th AMS, 3510th AMG,  
returning to Randolph Air Force Base, Texas, after a seven-hour training flight, crashed 10 miles 
SW of Seguin, Texas. At 8,000 feet the pilot, Captain Norman A. Bivens, cut off the automatic 
pilot and began descending through an overcast, flying on instruments. Bivens reported losing all 
flight instruments and the aircraft became uncontrollable. Six of the crew members were killed, 
while five others parachuted to safety.
