MISSION

The 1 Special Operations Aircraft Maintenance Squadron mission is to generate combat
capability in the form of safe and reliable special mission aircraft. 1 Special Operations Aircraft
Maintenance Squadron is responsible for maintenance on all fixed wing aircraft located at
Hurlburt Field to include the AC-130H and AC-130U, and the MC-130H, and C-130E.

The squadron performs on-equipment flight line tasks to include daily launch and recovery,
pre- and post-flight serviceability inspections, systems troubleshooting, aircraft system repair
and minor modifications. The squadron is organized into three aircraft maintenance units (4,
15, and 16 Aircraft Maintenance Units) and the squadron support staff.

The 4 Aircraft Maintenance Unit maintains the AC-130U and supports training and
contingency requirements of the 4 and 19 Special Operations Squadrons. The 15 Aircraft
Maintenance Unit maintains the MC-130H and supports the 15 Special Operations Squadron.
The 16 Aircraft Maintenance Unit maintains the AC-130H and C-130E and supports the 6 and
16 Special Operations Squadrons.
